Elements Covered:
1. Produce Concrete Masonry Products
2. Produce Stabilized Soil Masonry Units
Tasks:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk199520524]Prepare wooden concrete mould (400 x 200 x 225 mm).
2. Prepare four concrete blocks (400 x 200 x 225 mm).
3. Mix stabilized soil and prepare 3 soil blocks (400 x 200 x 225 mm).
SECTION 3 (SESSION 3 – 4 HOURS): STONE DRESSING
Element Covered:
1. Interpret Masonry Units’ Drawings
2. Perform Stone Dressing
Tasks:
1. Dress a stone to 300 x 190 x 110 mm with smooth faces.
